• A road map shows the roads and directions to follow to reach a place.

• There are other maps also that give us different information. For example, a political 
map shows the political boundaries and locations of countries, cities and towns. 
A physical map shows the details of landforms and waterbodies such as plains, 
mountains, oceans, rivers and seas. A political map usually includes the significant 
waterbodies.

• Maps show the directions—North, South, East and West. These are the four main 
directions and are called cardinal directions. Usually the top of the map is the North 
(N). East (E) is to the right. West (W) is to the left and South (S) is at the bottom.
